What makes job-hopping unfavorable?

As is often the case, some people change their jobs quite often. They are never satisfied with
their jobs and there is always a good excuse for their job hopping. Positive effects though it may
have some, frequent job-changing do more harm to both individuals and companies.

To begin with, job hopping has a bad effect on personal income. If one changes jobs frequently,
he will have a lower income than others and this worsens everything. And once he has no savings, he

will also lose basic protection for daily life. This can be the most vital influence job hopping may
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have.

Also, it would be a great loss to give up experience accumulation and growth in a company,
especially for younger generations. Many job hoppers are young people who graduated from
universities just several years ago. That is to say, experience and growth in their career are in bad
need if they want to have good jobs and handsome salaries. But frequent job hopping makes it
impossible for them to accumulate experience.

Last but not least, for companies, a job hopper is not who they want. On the one hand, it is a
waste of time and resources for a company to train a new worker if-he stays for.a short time. On the

other hand, companies tend to reject employers who have many different jobs:
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
