Teachers can adopt three practical methods for effective vocabulary teaching. First, use intuitive
tools like real objects, vivid pictures, multimedia clips or body movements to link words with
concrete things.

Learning English can be a rewarding experience, yet it is not uncommon for students to feel
disinterested — or’ even develop a strong dislike — for the subject.
