Additionally, insufficient funding exacerbates
the situation, leading to outdated materials and a lack of technological resources.

The repercussions of these challenges are profound. Students in rural areas may not receive the
same quality of education as their urban counterparts, impacting their academic achievements and
future opportunities. To address these issues, a comprehensive approach involving increased funding,
incentives for educators in rural areas, and targeted resource allocation is crucial. Only through such

measures can we hope to bridge the gap and provide equitable education for all.
